Gadia  was 

raised on the banks of the Araguaia 

River of the Araguaia -Tocantins Basin . 

A skilled angler since he was just 9 

years of age, he has fished the 

Amazon on the Prince since 1994. 

Nowadays, Amazon Prince Fishing 

Tours is certainly on e of the best in this 

area of fishing tourism on the Amazon 

rivers - whether you're talking about 

the comfort, and quality of equipment and services, or the 

strategies employed to discover schools of fish based on seasonal 

patterns and weather conditions.

Mario fell seriously in love with 

the Amazon when his first peacock bass hooked him. That's right! The 

fish hooked the angler , and since that day and he just could not stop 

coming back to the Amazon season after season. Now he is engaged 

with the Amazon Prince Group managing the International Liaison 

Division, bringing more and more foreign sportsmen, of whom he takes 

great care of and enjo ys sharing with them the best freshwater fishing in 

the world!

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The Amazon Prince is a 75 -foot long, 20 foot wide yacht. 

Although it is Brazilian owned, it was built to suit the needs of the 

American angler, having ample sized staterooms and bunk -

beds that will accommodate tall American clients. This 

operat ion maintains one of the highest catch rates and land 

numerous fish of trophy sized proportions on a regular basis 

because they seek out watersheds that are extremely remote, 

far from the nets of commercial fishermen and from the 

pressure of other operatio ns that often compete with one 

another within the Brazilian Amazon watershed. The Amazon 

Prince will offer you first class service, comfortable 

accommodations, delectable meals, quality fishing boats and 

some of the finest guides the Amazon has to offer. E njoy the 

outdoor deck bar (seen at right) where Andre our bartender will create relaxing cocktails and caipirinhas 

(Brazilian margaritas) for your pleasure. Allow us the opportunity to host you on your next peacock bass 

adventure to Brazil and you will soo n create your own memories that will last a lifetime!    

 

 
Brazil's Rio Uatumã  (see map for location of this river) , 

is a large lagoon -laden tributar y of the mighty 

Amazon . Three varieties of peacock bass (barred, 

speckled and colorful butterfly) reside i n this 

watershed , among a host of other feisty gamefish, 

and all will test your tackle and angling skills to the 

limit.  Every cast on the se systems might yield a 

potential line class or all -tackle world record.  In 

recent years, no international gamefish species has 

garnered the attention of the peacock bass. Many 

guest anglers had planned a once -in-a -lifetime trip 

when they booked the Amazon Prince  for their 

peacock bass  adventure , but once they 

experienced this fantastic gamefish, as well as the 

sights and sounds of the rain forest, the majority of 

the se anglers desire to return the following  year for 

another chance to experience the pristine beauty of 

the Amazon and to do battle with another giant 

peacock bass.  This is a watershed that is very 

different  from the Rio Negro and its tributaries that 

you might have experienced previously. While you 

will certainly have the opportunity to fish lagoons , 

sand bars  and standing timber, this system also offers 

other various structures, such as rocks and boulders , 

unlike the Rio Negro . The wildlife in this region is 

abundant.

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Travel Logistics to and from the Amazon Prince : 

 

Anglers take an early morning 

flight from Miami to Manaus, 

Brazil (your visa must be 

obtained in advance) via TAM  

Airlines Airbus 767 jumbo -jet 

service. After clearing customs 

and immigration, you'll be met 

by our representatives at noon 

and af ter the entire party clears customs and gets their luggage we will 

board an air conditioned chartered bus and go immediately to the 

Amazon Prince, located about  a three hour  ride  from Manaus  at the docks in Ita Coatiara. Th is eliminates 

the need for charter flights, which can sometimes pose a logistical nightmare, as the various o perators 

contract the planes to shuttle anglers throughout the Amazon. Charter flights also limit you on the weight of 

your luggage. We do not have to deal with luggage issue weight (beyond what the international carriers 

allow)  when utilizing the bus . It is a smooth transition from the  airport to the yacht.  You will travel that day 

and night and get to rig tackle and get to know your boat  mates for the week.  Alternatively, Delta Airlines 

flies directly into Manaus from Atlanta. This is an overnight flight , arriving early morning in Manaus, at which 

time you will be transferred immediately to Ita Coatiara to catch the Amazon Prince. We would prefer that 

the group decides on either the TAM or Delta flight for logistical reasons.   

 

Weather aboard the Amazon P rince:  

The Amazon Prince operation is located  in the Amazonas region of Brazil and the weather at each is 

typically hot and humid, with temperatures ranging from 75 degrees overnight and in the early morning 

hours to the mid -nineties during the day. It is advised that visiting anglers consider long sleeve tropical weight 

shirts and long tropical weight pants to keep you protected from the equatorial sunõs powerful rays.

The Fishing at Amazon Prince : 
 

You will be fishing main rive r 

structure, as well as a 

multitude of lakes, flooded 

forests, rock and boulder 

strewn points, backwater 

bays and hidden lagoons off 

the Rio Uatumã  and its 

tributaries. This system is 

loaded with structure, such as sandbars, points and 

boulders, all havens  for peacock bass. The typical fishing 

day is long (we figure you can rest back in the states) and 

runs from 6:30 a.m. until 6:00 p.m. Anglers are paired , two to a boat , with an experienced Brazilian guide. The 

boats are 17 feet long, have stable raised ca sting decks, swivel seats, 18-HP outboards and 44-lb thrust 

electric trolling motors. These boats can cruise over shallow sandbars and flats and get you into places that 

other, heavier, fiberglass boats cannot reach. The fishing boats are fully equipped al uminum boats with 

outboard engines, life jackets, first -aid kits, and an icebox for cold drinks and snacks.  

 

 

 

You will be treated to quality 17 
foot, shallow draft fishing 
boats, smooth running 
outboard, trolling motor, 
stocked cooler and experienced 
local guides on the Amazon 
Prince. 
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One of the most appealing and exciting aspects of fishing 

for peacock bass is their propensity for attacking surfac e 

lures and flies. The strike is so dramatic that you will be 

startled when the first few occur. Peacock bass fishing is very 

similar to largemouth bass fishing in the states. Both species 

ambush prey from cover and structure. Cast topwater plugs, 

jerkbait s, Banjo Minnows and jigs to stumps, shoreline 

blowdowns, rock  piles, creek mouths and sandbars .If you 

desire to fly fish, the most successful flies are larger profiled 

patterns - all tied on 2 -0 to 4 -0 quality saltwater hooks - such 

as Dahlberg -style div ers, large profiles baitfish patterns, High -

Tie or variations of Lefty's Deceivers & Clouser Minnows. 

These should be tied in a diversity of colors. Th e Amazon watershed  is most productive following the rainy 

season, as the rivers, creeks and lagoons reced e and the fish are drawn out of the maze of trees, root 

systems and lush vegetation.  

 

The guides are residents of the 

rivers that you will be fishing. 

They are very skillful and possess 

years of experience on the 

Uatuma watershed. They know 

the location s of many òsecretó 

lagoons to share with you. The 

guides will point out wildlife that 

you would never have noticed 

without their keen vision. They 

will painstakingly use their machetes (see photo at right) to 

hack their way into lagoons, dragging the fishi ng boats over logs and other, seemingly, impassible objects 

for you to have the best opportunity to land fish with them. While the guides have a very limited grasp of the 

English language, all communicate in òfishing English.ó They are eager to please and there will be no 

language barrier when it comes to showing you a great day on the water. The guides are not treated simply 

as employees, but more like family and, in turn, they treat their guest anglers like a member of their  Amazon 

family.  

Keep in mind t hat the productiveness of your peacock 

bass adventure is largely dictated by the water levels, and 

occasionally the dry and rainy season fail to abide by 

predictable schedules and may add mid -season 

downpours. Anglers considering a trip to the Amazon for 

peacock bass, especially first -time visitors, should be 

aware that w ater levels in this watershed can change 

quickly and affect fishing conditions, regardless of the 

season or historical patterns. Navigation of boats may also 

be affected. While we make ever y attempt to monitor 

such conditions, anglers assume the risk of these natural forces beyond our control.  With the fickle and often 

unpredictable water levels and fishing conditions experienced over the past four years , Gadia is constantly 

monitoring water  levels and assures us that he will advise us when fishing is not optimal for your success. In 

this instance he will offer "rain checks" giving you the option to reschedule your trip when water levels are 

more favorable  for your fishing success.

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Predominant Language Spoken at  the  Amazon Prince : 

Portuguese is the official language of Brazil. Some of the guides can converse in Spanish , however,  and 

know a few basic English words, especially as they pertain to fishing. It is wise to learn a few Portuguese or 

Spanish phrases before undertaking a trip of this nature. If you are fairly fluent in Spanish, you will have no 

difficulty communicating with your guide. Anglers booking this trip will be sent a n 84-page Complete 

Peacock Bass A ngler text , which will contain a basic English -Spanish-Portuguese  translator. An English -

speaking host will always be on the premises of  the  Amazon Prince .  The guides are all willing to please and 

the language barrier is quickly overcome.

The Amazon Princ e can accommodate 

10-14 anglers, offering eight  staterooms  

with bunk -style beds . The rooms are 

immaculately clean, offer private 

bathroom and shower facilities and 

shelves to store your gear. You will have 

individual control over your roomõs air 

conditioni ng. Daily laundry service is 

provided. The favorite location for many 

of the anglers visiting the Amazon Prince  

is outside deck lounge (see image at 

right) , where one can wind down with a 

cocktail after a hard day on the water an d gaze at the starlit Amazo n sky.  There 

is a satellite phone on board for emergency calls, or for your convenience, at a 

charge of $5.00 per minute.  Gadia and Mario and their  capable staff will do 

everything in their power to offer you a first -class trip aboard the Amazon Prince  at  a price more 

comparable to what other operators are calling bare bones òexploratory boats.ó

You will be treated to a buffet 

breakfast each morning at 6 

AM, featuring a variety and 

alternating menu, consisting of

For those desiring to 

maximize time on the water, you may bring a boxed lunch and stay 

out through lunch. You are free to return to the Amazon Prince  fo r a 

hot meal and siesta before heading back out in the afternoon for 

more skirmishes with the peacock bass.  Dinner is a more elaborate 

affair with a variety of meats, fish , pasta and chicken  dishes.
